
Gap Labeling
Nick (Noseguard) Always Counts 4 Men From End Man on LOS

The Snapper is not Always the Center of the Line!
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Wing-T Offense
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“Will” and “Mike” 
cover first man out of 
the backfield on their 

side. “Nick” plays “Hit and 
Hunt”.  Stands up 

Center and moves to 
playside.

“CLAW” Adjustment
Use when TE is 
overpowering 

Cornerback.  Switch DE

you think they are running to.
(This would be “Fred/Sam Stone”)

Very similar to GAM.

CW F““Mike” moves up and 
assumes “A” gap 

responsibility as a down 
lineman next to “Nick” 

who has the other “A” gap.  
“Fred” moves up into 

“Mike’s” previous position.
